ROOF
Several different type of roofs were noted. | observed the

roofs by carefully wal king on representative areas.

Over the top part of the main house Mansard roof as well as
a rear two-story addition, a netal roof system was
installed. These were coated with a silver reflective
coating. | recommend all netal roof systens be protected
by recoating periodically when needed with an el astoneric
coating system specifically fornulated for netal roof
system preservati on.

Sonme corrosion at sone of the edges will need repair.

Sl ates used on the sides of the mansard roof and the

coni cal tower roof were found to be in fair condition with
typi cal repairs needed. Cracked, broken, m ssing or |oose
sl ates shoul d be repl aced as needed every 1-2 years. Be
sure to contract with an experienced roofing contractor
that specializes in repairing and maintaining slate roofs.

At the fiberglass shingled roof-to-wall joint
(where an abandoned drain should be renoved), inproper
installation was found in one area.

Hal f round alum numgutters were installed at sone rear
addi ti ons.

The remai ning roof edges had built-in gutter systens
installed. Again, tenporary tar patching was found as well
as sone corrosion, as paint has not been maintained.

| reconmmend the el astoneric coating system used for
preserving netal roof systens, also be used to coat/restore
the gutters. Any corroded or patched area should have the
reinforcing fabric applied.

Be sure that water drains to the downspout outlets properly
and the downspout outlets are kept properly seal ed and
clear of debris. Al so check the downspouts to be sure they
are discharging at least 4 feet away fromthe foundation of
t he hone.

SI DI NG
The original house is of masonry construction. Stone and

brick were used. The brick has been painted.

Sonme spots of repointing will be needed in the near future
to sonme areas of both the stone and the brick. As we

Wod shingles were installed at the “tower”. Caulking is
needed at the vertical joint where theshingles neet the
masonry.

FOUNDATI ON:

The foundation is constructed of stone. Again, sone areas
will need to be repointed in the near future with
appropriate nortar. Some spalling to the soft, sedinentary
type stones was evident where the stones are near

i npervi ous surfaces on the ground.

The interior was finished with a nortar coating. Patching
the interior nortar coating should be considered perpetual
mai nt enance of a stone foundation.

These were painted wood. Sone repairs are needed,

A mgjority of the w ndow
sills were capped with sheet netal, which is possibly
conceal i ng sone damage to the wood under the caps. | did
find sonme danmage to the basenent wi ndow sills. | reconmend
al | damaged wood be renoved and replaced. Be sure to

mai ntain all exterior wood trim by scraping, painting and
recaul ki ng when needed.

SCREENS AND STORMS:

Triple track type stormw ndows were installed at many of

t he wi ndows, where insul ated gl ass has not been install ed.
Several storm and screen panels are mssing and | recomrend
repl acenent where needed. Be sure that water drains

t hrough the flanges at the w ndow sills.

PORCHES, DECKS, PATI O

A front covered wood porch was provided. | reconmend
filling in joints and gaps at the base of the colums and
plinth blocks. Sone repointing will be needed to the stone
piers in the near future. Visibility was [imted
underneath the porch due to permanent |attice installed.

A rear covered wood porch was also installed. This is a
newer structure but there are issues with the construction:

1. Fl oor joists are only 2x6's.
2. Center bracing of the floor joists are only a narrow
boar d.

3. The board at the outside edge of the porch, that
supports all the floor joists, are only a single 2x6.

4. The outer board that supports all the joists is not
properly installed over posts.
5. Joi st hanger brackets were not installed to secure the

outer ends of each of the floor joists.

Be sure to maintain a positive slope of the soil away from
t he foundation. |Inpervious concrete surfaces should be

kept seal ed where they neet the foundation. Soil needs to
be renoved from contacting the wood basenent w ndow sills.

The upper | evel of the home is conpletely finished and
there was no unfinished “attic space” to view the roof
structure. There is no roof systemventilation provided.
Were possible, I recomend passive ventilation be
installed. Wall and ceiling insulation unable to

det erm ne; however, the ol der sections of the house would
not originally have insulation installed. There m ght be
sonme insulation in the walls and ceilings in the newer
addi ti ons.

There was insulation in between the floor joists above the
basenent .

there is some remmants of pipe insulation on the hydronic
heating pipes in the basenent, that is suspect of
cont ai ni ng asbest os.

Two and a hal f bathroons were provided. In the second
floor hall bathroom the sink faucet needs repairs. The
sink faucets in the bedroomon the second floor al so need
repair. The third floor bathtub faucet drips and needs
repair, as well. | recommend a plunbing contractor nake
all repairs needed.

As we discussed, there are many ol der fixtures in the hone
that will likely require regular repairs and frequent
mai nt enance. Consi der updating as soon as possible.

LAUNDRY:

As washer and dryers are not fixed appliances, their
operation is not considered part of our inspection.

Brai ded stainless steel supply hoses are recommended to be
installed to the washer, as they do not burst as often as
rubber hoses can.

Be sure your dryer is connected to vent to the exterior,
wi th nmetal ducting, not plastic and it should be cl eaned
annual | y.

KI TCHEN

The cabi nets and counter tops were secured. Pl unbing
fixtures were satisfactory, and water pressure and drai nage
wer e adequat e.

KI TCHEN APPL| ANCES:

A gas range/ oven was provided. The burners on the range
had a delay in the ignition and the buttons to operate the
oven are not legible. | recommend repair or replacenent.
The vent fan was functional.

WALLS AND CEI LI NGS:

Pl aster on brick, stone and lath was originally used
t hr oughout the hone. Sheetrock was used in added and
renodel ed areas. Walls and ceilings were found to be in

FLOORS

Tongue and groove type subflooring was used throughout the
home.

W NDOAS AND DOCRS:

Doubl e hung style wi ndows were noted. A representative
nunber were checked and a few were found to be stuck,
caul ked and/or painted shut. Sone reglazing of ol der

The first floor structure above the basenment consisted of
3x12 floor joists. Insulation installed in between the
joists limted visibility. Were visible however, the
floor structures were found to be satisfactory for the age
of the hone.
